Who in your Organisation Looks at the BusiGrants Newsletter

From speaking to many organisations, we understand the most successful grant winners are ones that have an established
system each month for reviewing and assessing the information in this Newsletter. Many now have a system where the
newsletter is reviewed by a Grants Committee (often two or three people from the board, management team, operations
group) who meet and discuss what grants they can apply for. Then one person usually rings the grantmaker to check if the
grant is suitable, and one or two then write the grant application - an all-round group process, that is owned by several
people and not just left in the hands of one person.

Grants listed into Key Categories

We separate the grants into a series of categories, for easy identification - see listing below. It is very important that you
also look beyond the key categories as a grant that is listed under Manufacturing - could also be applicable for an export
group, an e-Commerce group etc.

e Agriculture, Forestry and Fishing e Arts and Culture e Business & Industry Development
e Commerce and (International) Trade e Communication & IT e Education, Training & Professional Development
e Employment e Environment & Heritage e Financial Services & Marketing e Indigenous

State Based Grants

As you may have noticed, each funding record has the subheading: Region. This indicates who can apply for the grant. If
the region is SA, then only organisations based in South Australia can apply for it. However if a grant records region is
National, it means that any organisation in all states and territories can apply (not only National organisations). The
Newsletter is divided according to region as the table of contents suggests.

Printing Pages in the Newsletter

We get many inquiries about printing the newsletter. With the newsletter in PDF format printing is very simple. Just follow
these simple steps: (1) Open the document in Adobe Acrobat; (2) Browse the newsletter so that you know which sections
you want to print; (3) Go to the "file" menu and select "print"; (4) This opens a pop up box with a few fields, that can limit
which pages you print; (5) Push “ok” and newsletter will print nominated pages.

Grant: Renewable Energy Rebate Program (RERP) G04179

Purpose: To provide cash rebates of up to 50 percent to off-grid power users to replace fossil fuel generation with
renewable energy, such as solar and wind energy.

Overview: The Renewable Remote Power Generation Program is supported by the Australian Government. The
objective of the RRPGP is to increase the uptake of renewable energy technologies in remote areas of Australia, which
will:

help in providing an effective electricity supply to remote users;

assist the development of the Australian renewable energy industry;

help meet the energy infrastructure needs of indigenous communities; and
lead to long term greenhouse gas reductions.

The rebates are available for electricity generation and for pumping water.
Recent changes to guidelines:

new guidelines and application forms for remote area power supply rebates (RAPS) less than $200,000;
RAPS rebates over $200,000 will be assessed by the Commonwealth;

water pumping rebates will be up to 40% of eligible capital costs minus $1,000;

the maximum rebate level for water pumping is $30,000 per site or property. This could be for one large
pumping system or several smaller ones.

Who can apply: All off-grid users, including pastoral stations, indigenous communities and roadhouses are eligible to
apply for rebates.

provide support for Queensland industry and research organisations/institutions to participate in the State's
national and/or international science/research alliances

raise the national and international profile of Queensland research and industry expertise and build a critical
mass of internationally recognised and competitive research, development and innovation networks across
Queensland's industry sectors.

The Queensland Government is seeking applications for leading edge projects that have progressed well beyond the
concept stage.

organisation and each partner that is materially contributing to the project and its potential for success, and
in all cases where they are contributing at least $100,000 in cash and/or in-kind support to the project,
detailing as a minimum:

0 commitment to the project as outlined in application

0 cash and in-kind contributions

0 IP ownership and sharing arrangements

0 an undertaking to execute a collaborative agreement within three months of approval of application.

Purpose: To help unlock the potential of Queensland research, and increase the level of commercialisation in the
State, by providing assistance to applicants to demonstrate the potential commercial viability of their innovations
(technologies, products or processes).
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Overview: The objectives of the fund are to:

e increase interaction between research and industry, and the adoption of new technologies products and
processes in Queensland business and industry

e increase the level of commercial investment and research and development activity in Queensland
technology-based firms

e increase the commercialisation capacity in universities which do not currently have related commercialisation
entities

e assist in addressing one of the key impediments to innovation - a lack of funding at the proof of concept
stage.

For the purpose of the fund, proof of concept is the point at which the potential commercial viability of an innovation
(technology, product and process) can be demonstrated. A successful proof of concept activity should result in the
attraction of commercial allies, such as industry collaborators and investors.

Proof of concept may include:

e production, testing and technical documentation of sophisticated models and early stage prototypes (physical
proof)

e external confirmation of a technology, product or process (technical validation)

e activities that clearly articulate an innovation (technology, product or process) to external parties (what it is,
what its benefits are, how it can be commercialised in the marketplace)

e activities that demonstrate the innovation's value proposition to potential commercial allies.

Funding allocation

Applicants can apply, and funding will be allocated, under one of the following components:

e Program based
A program based applicant is a university that, if approved for funding, will manage and deliver, at its own
cost, a proof of concept program either in-house or through a designated/third party provider for a two year
period.

e Project based
A project based applicant is an eligible organisation that, if approved for funding, will carry out a specific
project to demonstrate the potential viability of an innovation.

Separate guidelines exist for the project based component of the fund.

e A $15,000 vehicle modification grant to help meet the cost of modifying a vehicle so that it is wheelchair
accessible.

e A $700 vehicle equipment grant to pay for the installation of an additional taxi meter that can be read by
passengers in wheelchairs.
Half-price MPT plate lease fees for 6 months for new entrants (worth $1,300 per lease).
Up to $1,500 in training assistance to new MPT drivers through the MPT Cadetship Scheme.

Plus, the following lifting-fee subsidies (payable by the Department as of April 07) in addition to the metered fare for
every wheelchair job undertaken through the Taxi User Subsidy Scheme:

e 3$10 when allocated through a taxi dispatch service; or,
e $7 when booked through private arrangements.

Who can apply: Applications are open to all suitable candidates who wish to drive an MPT in the Perth metropolitan
area. If you would like to enter the taxi industry - or are an existing taxi driver looking to become an owner-driver -
and have an interest in working with people with disabilities, operating your own multi-purpose taxi (MPT) might be
the ideal business for you.
